PRIMARY SCHOOLS CHRISTMAS CONCERT – WELLS CATHEDRAL 

We have been allocated spaces for 35 of our children to take part in the Wells Primary 

Schools Christmas Concert on Thursday 4 December at 7.00pm. This is a magical 

occasion where schools from across Somerset combine to perform a selection of 

Christmas music for a large audience in Wells Cathedral where all parents are welcome 

to attend. The children will need to learn a selection of songs by heart for this occasion 

so that we can dispense with copies for the performance. We will be practising these 

songs during our music sessions in school.   

 

There will be a combined rehearsal in the Cathedral on the day from 1.30pm. The 

children will be transported from school by coach after having an earlier lunch in order 

to take part in the rehearsal. The children will be accompanied by school staff.  

Between the rehearsal and the performance, the Concerts Department at Wells 

Cathedral School have booked Wells Cinema for the afternoon. The cost for this will be 

£6.00 to be paid in full on the day, (cash please).  After the cinema showing the 

children will eat a packed tea (to be sent in with your child) in a room within the 

cathedral grounds. They will then join with the other schools in the cathedral for the 

concert. Transport to Wells will be paid for by school. 

 

Due to the children being transported to Wells by coach, one way only, we need to ask 

parents to ensure that they make arrangements to collect their children from the 

cathedral at approximately 8.15pm.  We hope that as many of you as possible will be 

able to join us for the concert and be there to collect your child at the end of the 

performance.  If you are unable to do this then could you please make arrangements 

for your child to be transported home with another parent.  If there are any problems 

with this then please let me know straightaway.
